PEE WEE T-BALL &T-BALL  

LEAGUE RULES 
1.  Have fun. 
 
2.  Bases are 50 feet apart   
 
3.  Everyone plays the whole game. 
 
4.  The ball is hit off a batting tee.  (no pitching) 
 
5.  There are no strikeouts.  (batter gets 5 swings after that they walk to 1st base) 
 
6.  Ball must travel 20 feet or it is a foul. 
 
7.  No stealing.  Base runner stays on the base until the ball is hit. 
 
8.  Every player will score in each inning. Last player that bats in each inning will run out a 
homerun, then the inning is over. 
 
9.  Standard game is four innings or 1 hour. 
 
10.  No score is kept. 
 
11. No base runner will leave the base if he or she is tagged out. (no one will be out)  
 
12.  After the play is over, no runners may advance.  (There is no stealing) 
 
13.  Players are only allowed one base on an overthrow. 
 
14.  All players will be positioned by their coaches on defense.  Each player will play the field 
each inning.  The players will rotate their positions, so that players are fielding a different 
position each inning. 
 
15.  Defensive Positions Are As Follows: There will be one player for each base, a shortstop and 
a pitcher.  No one plays catcher for the safety of the players.  The pitcher can cover home.          
Infielders will be positioned in front of the baseline to avoid collisions.  All other positions will 
be in the outfield.  
 
16.  Coaches can be on the field when their team is in the field.  Coaches may give instructions to 
participants while at bat or in the field.
